Safeguarding Children 
As part of our Pastoral Care and Safeguarding programme it is important that everyone in school 

is clear about Home Time Routines. Please ensure your child fully understands who is meant to be 

collecting them from school and that this corresponds with the information which has been 

communicated to school. In addition, if you are unavoidably delayed please phone the office and 

let us know immediately – especially before the 1.50/2.00pm Home-Time Bell. Please advise your 

child that if you do not arrive that he/she should return to the school office and wait for you 

there. This will reinforce what we are telling them in school and will avoid any unnecessary worry.  
 

School Road Safety 
As you should be aware Harding Memorial Integrated Primary School has been previously very 

concerned about Pupil and Parent Safety when “Crossing the Cregagh Road”. We were pleased 

when an additional Morning Crossing Patrol Supervisor was provided by the Education Authority 

(Belfast Region) during the morning commute to school. However, we are still very concerned 

about the number of vehicles that are parked in positions that cause an impediment especially 

to those children attempting to cross the road at the side of School. Therefore, I would ask for all 

Parent/Guardians to reinforce with their children the Road Safety message of “looking right and 

left each time we cross the Road” and please remember to use the School Crossing Patrol Facility.
